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RSC SESSION LEVELS

Pre-Junior: Intended to provide both the skater and the
parent with an “Introduction to Figure Skating”. Private
lessons are arranged with an individual coach, prior to
start of the season. If you do not have a coach please
contact the club. Pre-Jr session fees cover ice time only.
Coaching fees for private lessons are invoiced directly to
the parent by their coach. A list of coaches is provided in
this brochure and on the Club website. Pre-Junior
skaters must be strong skaters working on badge 4 and
above.

Note: Advanced Canskate Group lessons are also offered.
Please see the CanSkate/Advanced CanSkate brochure
for information on group lessons.

Junior: Skaters who have passed a minimum of 1
Skate Canada test. Must register for Skills and/or
Dance, as well as Freeskate.

Intermediate: Skaters who have passed a minimum
of % Jr Bronze Freeskate, or both Jr Bronze Skills &
Dance.

Senior 'A'": Skaters who have passed a minimum of
complete Sr Bronze Freeskate/ Juvenile Singles
Competitive, or both Jr Silver Skills & Dance

Senior 'B': Skaters who have passed a minimum of
1/2 Sr Bronze Freeskate, or both Sr Bronze Skills &
Dance

Off-Ice: Off-Ice conditioning is taught by a trained
professional and is held in the Arena. Proper attire,
including running shoes, must be worn to participate
in the classes. Cost is included in registration fees.

MEMBERSHIP

Approval of Guest
skating for non-members is at the discretion of the
Registrar. Non-members MUST pay prior to guest
skating.

Payment: Registrations received after Sept 15, 2011
are subject to a $30 late fee. Total fees exceeding
$500.00 (same skater), may be paid by post-dated
cheques in three equal parts, (Aug 30, 2011; Nov 29,
2011; and Feb 26, 2012 ) All cheques are payable to
Rideau Skating Club.

Outstanding Fees: Where a skater has an amount
owing to the RSC for an extended period of time (more
than 30 days), the Board and / or Professional Coach
has the right to not allow the skater on the ice until all
outstanding balances have been paid.

Refunds: Please refer to our Refund policy posted
on our website for full details. All refunds require
Board approval prior to being processed. Requests
must be submitted in writing to the Registrar. A
$30 administrative fee will be deducted.

Late Reqistration: All fees will be pro-rated to
the applicable number of weeks in the selected
program and may be subject to a $30
Administrative fee.
