The annual seminar gathers together talented young skaters who are selected based on their competition 

performances throughout the year, as well as monitoring by EOS Skater Development. Emily had a strong

The seminar was instructed by Michelle Leigh of the Mariposa School of Skating who along with her 

husband Doug Leigh has coached many international, world, and Olympic medalists. The kids had an 

opportunity to see the new Dartfish technology demonstrated by Michelle, which allows skaters to see on-

screen their own skating, and provides frame by frame comparison and analysis to help them develop strong 

technique. 

 

Emily has been coached by Katrina Millard since she moved from CanSkate to private lessons five years 

ago.  Millard says Emily is a very committed skater, “she trains over 15 hours a week and is very dedicated 

to her sport”. 

 

Several Rideau skaters were busy training this summer, with many of them competing at Minto Summer 

Skate in Ottawa and COS Summer Competition held in Thornhill. Those attending summer competitions 

include Teal Mackintosh, Michelle Massart, Emily Wildey, Shaylynn Nault, Breanne Stewart, Rachel 

McMahon, Samantha Glavine, and Andrew Wildey.
